(MYP) and the Diploma Programme (DP).  
  
Social Studies in the PYP is taught through the transdisciplinary themes, and arranged into 
five different strands: human systems and economic activities; social organization and 
culture; continuity and change through time; human and natural environments; and 
resources and the environment.   
 
MYP Humanities includes the study of History, Geography, Economics and Business Studies. 
 DP ‘Individuals in Societies’ also includes Business & Management, Economics, Geography 
and History.

and the region

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Development of a Comprehensive Social Studies & Humanities Curriculum 
 
Qatar Academy follows the guidelines of the Primary Years Programme (PYP), Middle Years 
Programme (MYP) and Diploma Programme (DP) of the International Baccalaureate 
Organization.   
 
In the Diploma Programme, the curriculum is determined by the syllabi of each course, 
respectively.  In the Primary and Middle Years Programmes however, the content is not 
prescribed, as these are more of a philosophy and/or framework for learning.   
 
Although already delivering PYP, MYP and DP, in May of 2006 Qatar Academy created a set 
of Standards and Benchmarks (Appendix B) to ensure that the major themes of Humanities 
were explored.  However, with a deeper understanding of PYP Social Studies, and the 
development of new MYP Humanities Concepts by the IB (Appendix C), the Qatar Academy 
Standards and Benchmarks became redundant. Subsequently, a thorough curriculum 
review process allowed for the assimilation of Qatar Academy Standards and Benchmarks 
into MYP Humanities Objectives and Concepts (Appendix D).  Within the PYP, Qatar 
Academy followed the examples in the IB’s Social Studies Scope and Sequence, and 
developed banded and yearly objectives, which are taught through the Units of Inquiry.

Time is not simply the measurement of years or time periods but as a continuum of 
significant events of the past, present and future. 
Place and space are complex concepts whose definitions are fluid. Place is socially 
constructed and can be explored in terms of constraints and opportunities afforded 
by location. Places have value and meaning defined by humans.  
Space considers the interaction of social, economic, political processes and the 
resulting patterns and networks that arise.  
Challenges related to "place/space" can be on a local, national and global scale.  
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iii. Global Interactions ς  

These are points of departure for understanding one’s own culture. This concept 
refers to the interconnectedness of the world as a whole. It addresses the 
relationship between societies and cultures in broader global contexts. 

 
iv. Systems ς  

Systems provide structure and order in both natural and human environments. 
Systems are dynamic and complex in nature.  They rely on a state of equilibrium, 
which is vulnerable to change. Everything is connected to a system or systems.

The inclusion of various whole-school, curriculum-related initiatives at Qatar Academy was 
also a part of the Humanities Curriculum Review Process.  In particular, the IB Areas of 
Interaction (AOI) Progression and Approaches to Learning (ATL) Progression were considered 
/ integrated when reviewing the Qatar Academy Senior School Humanities Curriculum. 
 
The AOI Progression in the MYP 
The areas of interaction are, put simply, the contexts through which the curriculum content 
interacts with the real world. 
In the programme model, the distinctive core of the five areas of interaction surrounds the 
learner. They are common interactive themes embedded in the subject groups, but they are 
not subject disciplines in their own right. They are common to all disciplines and require all 
teachers to teach their subject content in a way that encourages students to become 
increasingly aware of the connections between their learning and the real world. The areas 
of interaction can also be described as five broad areas of student inquiry.  From:   MYP: From

They describe the units that will be used to teach the Social 
Studies objectives.  It is expected that the document will change regularly; changes will be 
purposeful.  When a teaching team considers an adjustment in one area, the PYP 
Coordinator is responsible for considering the related adjustments needed in other areas to 
maintain a balanced delivery of the full Social Studies program.  The PYP Coordinator is 
responsible for final decisions about needed adjustments, and for maintaining an up-to-date 
document.

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Appendix I: IB Diploma Courses in Group 3 ς Individuals and Societies 
 

As previously stated, the Diploma Programme curriculum is determined by the syllabi of 
each course, respectively.  As such, the Aims and Objectives of the respective Group 3 
courses offered at Qatar Academy are also determined by the IB.   
Please see below for an overview of the IB Group 3 courses currently offered at Qatar 
Academy, as of June 2011.  For updated information, or for more specific information 
regarding the Aims and Objectives of each of these courses, please refer to the relevant IB 
documentation found either with the Humanities Academic Coordinator, or the Diploma 
Programme Coordinator. 
 

BUSINESS AND MANAGEMENT 
Business and Management is the rigorous and critical study of the ways in which individuals 
and groups interact in a dynamic business environment.  It is an academic discipline that 
examines how business decisions are made and how these decisions make an impact on 
internal and external environments.  The ideals of international cooperation and responsible 
citizenship are at the heart of business and management. 
The programme is designed to give students an understanding of business principles, 
practices and skills.  Emphasis is also placed on understanding technical innovation and day-
to-day business functions of marketing, human resource managements and finance.  
However, a fundamental feature of the programme is the concept of synergy (an 
organization should seek an overall return greater than the sum of its parts). 
 

ECONOMICS 
Economics is a dynamic social science, the study of which is essentially about the concept of 
scarcity and the problem of resource allocation.  Although it involves the formulation of 
theory, it is not a purely theoretical subject: economic theories can be applied to real-world 
examples.  Neither is economics a discrete subject, since economics incorporates elements 
of history, geography, psychology, sociology, political studies and many other related fields 
of study.  It also considers how economic theory is to be applied in an international context. 
The scientific approach characterizes the standard methodology of economics, i.e. the 
progression from problem identification, through hypothesis formulation and testing, 
arriving finally at a conclusion. 
 Alongside the empirical observations of positive economics, students are asked to 
formulate normative questions.  Encouraging students to explore such questions is the 
central focus of the economics course. 
 

GEOGRAPHY 
Geography is concerned with spatial relations.  It is a dynamic subject that is firmly 
grounded in the real world and focuses on the interactions between individuals, societies 
and the physical environment in both time and space. It seeks to identify trends and 
patterns in these interactions and examines the processes behind them. It also investigates 
the way that people adapt and respond to change and evaluates management strategies 
associated with such change. Geography describes and helps to explain the similarities and 
differences between spaces and places. These may be defined on a variety of scales and 
from a range of perspectives. 
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Within group 3 subjects, Geography is distinctive in that it occupies the middle ground 
between social sciences and natural sciences. The Diploma Programme Geography course 
integrates both physical and human geography, and ensures that students acquire elements 
of both scientific and socio-economic methodologies, including Geographic Information 
Systems (GIS). Geography takes advantage of its position between both these groups of 
subjects to examine relevant concepts and ideas from a wide variety of disciplines. This 
helps students develop an appreciation of, and a respect for, alternative approaches, 
viewpoints and ideas. 
 

HISTORY 
The aim of the DP History course is to explain trends and developments, continuity, and 
change through time and individual events.  History is a field that has not only cognitive 
interest but also practical value, because it can enrich students’ understanding of the 
contemporary world. Today's world grew out of preceding civilizations; the past helps 
students to experience the present more profoundly. But perhaps the chief practical 
significance of history is that it teaches students to think more flexibly and broadly. History 
makes clear that different conditions, just like our culture, had their virtues and 
shortcomings.  
This course aims to show students how to avoid narrow, partisan judgments of ways of life 
and ideas unlike their own. Students examine multiple historical interpretations on every 
historical issue discussed in class. The course is concerned with individuals and societies in 
the widest context: political, social, economics, religious, technological and cultural. The 
course focuses on the events of the 20th Century with a special emphasis on the Middle East 
region. It is a skill-oriented course with an emphasis on source evaluation, research 
techniques and the construction of logical oral and written arguments. 
 

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY IN A GLOBAL SOCIETY (ITGS) 
The course involves the study and evaluation of the impact of information technology (IT) 
on individuals and society.  It explores the advantages and disadvantages of the use of 
digitalized information at the local and global level.  ITGS provides a framework for students 
to make informed judgments and decisions about the use of IT within social contexts. 
The main focus or the ITGS program is to consider how two aspects, the social significance 
of IT and the ethical considerations arising from IT, influence individuals, communities
